Community Residences Expands Programs in Richmond
To Serve People Challenged by Disabilities

[Chantilly, VA, January 27, 2010] – Community Residences, Inc. (CRI), the largest and most experienced private provider of Intermediate Care Facilities (ICF) in Virginia, is opening a fourth residential program in Richmond, VA to serve people challenged by disabilities.  The goal is to enable residents to live as independently and with as high a quality of life as possible.

CRI will host an Open House on Thursday, January 28, 2010 from 11:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. to celebrate its newest ICF, located on Snowflake Drive in Richmond, VA.  C. Lee Price, Director of the Office of Developmental Services, Virginia Department of Behavioral Health and Developmental Services, will participate in the ribbon-cutting at Noon. 
The Snowflake Drive ICF will help meet the critical needs of adults with intellectual disabilities, some of whom may also have a combination of medical and mental health needs or behavioral challenges.  CRI’s program is designed for individuals who require more supportive and specialized services than can be provided in traditional community programs.  

When the Snowflake Drive residence opens in March, an inter-disciplinary team of clinical specialists will provide around-the-clock caring services to as many as six adults from the Richmond area.  The property is handicapped-accessible, features a family room and dining room, five bedrooms, three full bathrooms and spacious front and back yards. 
The Snowflake Drive residence was purchased and renovated with CRI private funds.  It is located a short distance from three other homes (two ICFs and a home for adults with mental health diagnoses) operated by Community Residences.
